Major Events of Jesus’ Return
Our purpose here is not to establish the order of events but merely to understand the characteristics of these events; the Bible clearly describes the events of Christ’s return, but not the order in which they occur.  We can be dogmatic about the order of past events in the Bible, but not future events.

11. Read Ephesians 5:22-33.  If this is how Christ loves the church now, what do you think it will be like when we get to heaven?
